The Millennium Science Initiative Program is described in the web site: www.mideplan.cl/milenio.

Please send 9 copies (one in spanish and eight in english) of the proposal, printed both sides and stapled, together with an electronic version in diskette using Word format, in a single attachment, to: Iniciativa Científica Milenio, MIDEPLAN, Ahumada 48, Piso 7, Oficina de Partes, Santiago, Chile. Dispatches coming from out of the Metropolitan Region may be sent off by certificate fast mail or by bus, until the closing date. It is important to mention that all sections and documents of the english version must be written in the said language, and will be remitted to the jury as the only source of direct information. Hence your statement must be self-contained. Do not include other documents, since they will be excluded and will not be sent to the jury (Program Committee). 

Deadline: Proposals of project profiles will be received not later than June 10th, 2004 at 12:00 hours.

Science Nuclei

Each Science Nucleus is expected to be made up by approximately 3 young Associated Scientists and a number of young scientists appropriate to its objectives, postdoctorals, graduate students, technicians and administrative staff.

Financing will be provided during three years. After this period, the Science Nuclei may compete equally with new applicants, as new calls for proposals take place.

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

Every project profile will have to be presented by the proposer Principal Investigator and  only one will be accepted by applicant.

It is strongly recommended to take into account the participation compatibilities for scientists that are members of MSI Institutes and Nuclei in course, as well as dedication disposals, described in sections 5.4 and 5.5 of the basis, respectively.

Dedication commitments will be stipulated in the contract to be underwritten between MIDEPLAN, the Principal Investigator and the Host Institution.

The attached format must be used, adding pages when necessary. Please include the name of the proposed Nucleus on top of every page.

Principal Investigators and Associate Researchers of the Science Nuclei must be chilean, or foreigners with permanent residence in Chile, during the Project performance, and referably younger than 40 years old.

Guidelines for Final Proposals

All preliminary proposals will be evaluated by the Program Committee, which will proceed to a first selection among these. The short-listed projects will be invited to hand in final proposals that include a detailed research plan, an annual budget and other support sources, references and additional documentation. Resolution about the definitely approved Nucleus will be taken over the basis of the final proposals received.
