	The temperate rainforest Eco-region of Valdivia has been recently included in the category of the 25 most threatened places of the world.   This fact generates a sense of urgency as to the measures that must be taken and the development of initiatives that will contribute to the value of the ecosystem particularities, and finally, to their conservation. 
The Milennium Science Nucleus of the Universidad Austral de Chile, FORECOS, considers urgent that the ecosystem of the native forest in the 10th Region be studied as a productive alternative.  With this, the establishment of new scientific, economic, and particularly, cultural parameters should be set to help understand the value of the forest and, the incidence it has in the deterioration of the quality of life of the communities which use these ecosystems. 
To achieve these goals, FORECOS suggests facing the problem from different perspectives.  One of them is applying as the method an innovative multiscale focus at the stand level, microbasin, basin and region, which could be projected at an ecoregional level. 
Another perspective of the work is to keep open the channels of communication with other institutions, and society in general, in relation to the progress of the research, and the attainment of important decision taking results that may have repercussions on the stability of the wooded ecosystems from a transdisciplinary standpoint. 
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
