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Approach / work subject
Molecular bases of cellular function and regulation with an impact in the health and productive sectors. Molecular biology study in economically important organisms (Pitsciricketsia Salmonis, Hanta virus) and their genome sequences. 

Activities and Research Achievements
During this first year, the MIFAB started a vigorous interdisciplinary program based on fundamental and applied biology research. Members of the Institute made relevant improvements in 
interrelated programs related to cell regulation, regulation of gene expression and in molecular biology of infectious agents. 
Improvements have been made concerning knowledge about Alzheimer’s disease, synaptic transmission, muscle regeneration, immune regulation, autoimmune pathologies, DNA vaccines for salmons and bioinformatics. 
Research activities resulted in 26 publications in international journals,- with 8 additional works in the press; 23 communications and conferences in international congresses, and 56 conferences and communications in national meetings.
