SCIENCE INITIATIVE GROUP
The Science Initiative Group (SIG) serves as facilitator and catalyst for the Millennium Science Initiative (MSI), bringing together the various groups whose involvement is needed to establish a country or regional MSI and providing scientific guidance and oversight. SIG is governed by a six-member board consisting of three scientists from advanced developing countries who have been personally responsible for raising the level of science in their countries by building superb institutions that serve as models for the MSI; two leading US scientists who head major research institutions; and a venture capitalist who has had extensive experience in the developing world. SIG is administered by a small staff based at the Institute for Advanced Study in Princeton, New Jersey.

SIG works closely with The World Bank, local scientific communities and governments to adapt the MSI model to each country's unique situation, and then to assemble an appropriate financing package. (For further discussion of the MSI design process, see Program Implementation.)
